“What kind of 
example is this from your Teacher, acting cozy with crooks and riffraff?” 
 

12-13 Jesus, overhearing, shot back, “Who needs a doctor: the healthy or the sick? Go figure out what this Scripture means: ‘I’m 
after mercy, not religion.’ I’m here to invite outsiders, not coddle insiders.” (MSG) 
 

We will be starting a book study this Lent entitled “The Walk; Five Essential Practices of the Christian Life” by Adam Hamilton. This 
study will coincide with the lessons each week as we ask, “How do we walk with God – daily follow, grow, and faithfully serve?” 
Within the six sessions we will discover together how daily walking with God can deepen our connection with the Holy and each 
other.
